BYLAWS

USE OF CLUBHOUSE

1) The Main Bar and Lounge will be open for use by members and guests as follows-

1) The permitted hours for the supply of intoxicating liquor shall be those fixed from time to time by the Committee in accordance with the provisions of the Licensing Act 2003 and as notified, when necessary, to the Local Licensing Authority and as exhibited on the Club notice board. The Secretary shall have authority to exercise his discretion in the interpretation of this rule.

1) Purchase and supply of intoxicating liquor shall be managed by the Management Committee, which is empowered to request extensions or impose restrictions on hours as it thinks fit in special circumstances.

1) Intoxicating liquor shall be supplied in accordance with the statutory regulations prevailing. The Management Committee shall have the power to amend the permitted hours from time to time as may be necessary, but always subject to the conditions prescribed in the Licensing Act.

1) Members and guests are not permitted to bring alcoholic drinks into the clubhouse.

2) Children

2) All associate child members (under 16) must be accompanied by either:

2) member parent or grandparent

OR

2) Accompanied by an adult member who will sign the child in and pay the levy should the child be over the age of 16.

2) No persons under 16 years of age shall at any time use any gaming machine on the premises.

2) No person under 18 years of age shall attempt to purchase intoxicating liquor or consume such on the Club premises.

2) Members should be responsible for the behaviour of any Children under their responsibility at all times. Any child found to be damaging Club property or disturbing other members may result in the fining of those responsible and the withdrawal of membership.

3) Squash Courts
3) Non marking soles must be worn and smoking in the building is not permitted. Users must adhere to the Booking Register (not metered time) for 45 minutes play. A member may enter one booking only in the Register and persons not complying with this rule will be disciplined. Also, if 5 minutes or more late for play, the game is forfeited.

4) Swimming Pool

4) Children under 12 years are not permitted in the swimming pool unless accompanied by a competent adult. An adult may only be responsible for two children at any one time. Also, children under 12 years must leave the pool by 7.30 pm on Sunday, Monday, Wednesday and Friday evenings and by 7 pm on Saturdays.

4) The Club shall provide the services of a competent lifeguard during the general sessions in the pool, but his/her presence shall not in any way constitute an assumption by the Club of any responsibility for the safety or conduct of individual users of the pool.

4) The Club require the Swimming and Sub Aqua Sections to provide competent supervision during Section sessions in the pool.

4) The decision of the duty lifeguard on any incident arising shall be final. Notwithstanding the decision, members shall have the right of appeal to the Management Committee.

4) The Management Committee is empowered to make any alteration or variation in the Rules and Bylaws covering the use of the swimming pool, whether permanent or temporary, or to meet a general specific need.

4) Ball games are not permitted during general swimming sessions and all spectators are required to use the balcony. Only bathers and persons on official Club business are permitted within the pool area.
5) Snooker Room

5) The snooker table must be booked before use; a member may only book one session in order to ensure fairness.
5) Under 16’s are not permitted in the snooker room under any circumstances.

5) Only four are allowed in the snooker room at any one time, spectators are not allowed in the snooker room unless they are part of a group taking turns to play or the table is being used for a competition match.

5) Any damage to equipment must be made good by the member booking the table. Such members may be suspended from using Club facilities until repair or replacement of Club property has been completed.
6) Pool Room
6) Under 12’s must be accompanied by an adult at all times in the pool room. Any children found to be in the room without an adult will be removed.
6) Under 16’s will not be permitted in the pool room after 9.00pm. Any under 16’s in the room will be removed.
6) Any damage caused by children will be the responsibility of the parents under Rule 2(d).
7) Use of Grounds

7) The Groundsman’s decision on usage shall be final.

7) Members and guest must use the car park with due care. The Club will not accept responsibility for accidental or malicious loss or damage occasioned in the car park to members’ or guests’ cars and their contents.

7) Dogs are not permitted to enter the clubhouse or grounds, with the exception of Guide Dogs.

8) Misconduct of Members

8) No drunkenness, bad language or other misconduct shall be permitted on the Club premises. Any member offending shall be dealt with by the Management Committee under the Constitution Clause 3(a)(ii).

8) Any member displaying threatening or abusive behaviour, whether verbally or physically, to a member of staff or the Committee, will be asked to leave the premises. Any member who is asked to leave the premises will be immediately banned from the Club until a decision has been made by the Management Committee and the member has been informed in writing by the Club Secretary. Any such member may appeal against such a decision to the Club’s members and decided by a majority vote.
8) Any member fighting on the premises will be immediately withdrawn from the premises and banned until such as time as their involvement in the incident has been determined. Any member who has been found to have assaulted or attempted to assault another member will be banned for a period laid down by the Management Committee. Any member striking a child with malice will be immediately banned from the premises for life. Any such member may appeal against such a decision to the Club’s members and decided by a majority vote.
8) In the event of a member’s guest being guilty of misconduct under the Club’s bylaws, the member responsible for them will be punished as if they had carried out the acts themselves. Should a guest of a section be involved, that section may be fined and even disbanded.

8) The Club Secretary and members of the Management Committee, or their nominees, shall be empowered to order the withdrawal from the Club premises of any member offending by any of the misdemeanours specified. Such offending members shall not have the right of re-entry into the Club premises until informed in writing by the Club Secretary. Any such member may appeal against such a decision to the Club’s members and decided by a majority vote.
8) A suspended member shall forfeit all his/her rights and privileges under these Bylaws, but shall remain liable to pay his/her subscription during his/her suspension and, if an officer or Management Committee member, shall vacate his/her seat or office.

GENERAL

The Management Committee shall have power to amend, cancel or add to these Bylaws, without notice, provided such changes are consistent with the Constitution and shall be notified to the general membership as soon as possible after the changes have been made.
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
